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1 am writing along with my colleague Des McNulty MSP to draw your attention to the enclosed letter
signed by more than fifty staff at the Fingerprint Bureau of the Scottish Criminal Records Qffice. The
letter describes in some detail why the real victims of injustice in the Shirley McKie case are the four
officers of the Fingerprint Bureau who examined the fingerprint in the original murder case.

These four officers who are constituents of mine and of Des McNulty MSP have had their reputations
blackened and their names dragged through the papers over the last six years without ever being able
to speak up in public in their own defence or to correct the endless stream of misinformation and

inaccuracy surrounding this case.

These are individuals who have given their life to public service but who have been vilified by others,
whose careers have been ruined and who have been let down by the very public authorities they have
served,

For six vears they have obediently done as they were told snd have waited patiently for the
opportunity to clear their names in court, comforted or reagsured that the process which forbade them
to speak would offer them some protection or at lcast achieve a just outcome.

Now, with real doubt over whether this cas¢ will ever come to a public hearing, our constituents have
finally spoken up and in an open letter to the Lord President of the Court of Session, have described
the events of the last few years from their perspective.

I hope you will read their letter and will recognise the truth of what they say and the injustice that they
highlight.
